1) "Commission" means the National Water Resources 
Commission; 

2 )  "Comniissioner" means the Commissioner of the 

National Water Resources Commission; 

3) "domestic use" means the use af water for drinking, 
cooking, sanitation, gardening plot, watering cattle or 
other domestic purposes; 

4) "municipal use" meam the use of wates in urban 
centres other than for domestic purposes; 

5 )  "person" means any natural or juridical person; 

6) "restricted &ream means an area delimited for the 

activities of the Authority which however may be 
used by other persons upon permission of the Autho- 
rity; 

7) "prohibited edea" means an area deWited by the 
Authority the use of which is prohibited to persons 
other than the Authority; 

8) "sewage" means liquid effluents discharged from 
domestic, industrial and other soirees; 

9) "sewer wxks" means any construction or 
used or cons&ted for collecting, treating and dispoq- 
ing of sewage; 

10) "sewerage service" means the bollection, treatment and 
disposal of sewage; 

11) "watm supply service** means the provision of water 
supply for domestic or municipal uses; 

12) "water works" means any- construction or appliance. 
used or constsucted for utilizing water for domestii or 
municipal purposes. 

3. Establishment 

1) There is hereby established a Water Supply and Sewe- 
rage Authority (hereinafter the "Authority") as an 
autonomous govesnment organization having its own 
juridical personality. 

2 )  The Commissioner shall be the supervising authority 
ojf the Authority. 

4 .  Head Ojjice 

The Authority shall have its head office in Addis Ababa 
and may establish branch offices elsewhere as necessary. 

5. Objectives of the Authority 

The objectives of the Authority shall be to provide water 
supply and sewerage services throughout Ethiopia 

6 .  Scope of Powers 

Without prejudice to the powers of the Authority to give 
ge~eral direc'ives pertaining t6 water supply and sewerage 
services throughout Ethiopia, it shall have no jurisdiction 
over the water supplp and sewerage sen6ces of:

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b) such other urban centres to be designated by the 
Commission, in w u l t a t i m  with the appropriate 

government offices, as capable of runnin~ their -own 
water supply and sewmage S~MCS. 

7 .  Powers and Duties of the Authority 

. The Authority shall have the following-powers and duties: 

1) provide water supply services; 

2) cause the establishment of sewerage system services; 

3)  cpnduct feasibility studies with a view -to successfully 
providing water supply services and establishing sewe- 
rage service systems referred to under sub-articles 1 

and 2 this Article; submit such studies to the Gm- 
mission with proposed priorities for implementation 
and implement 'same upon approval; 

4) lay distribution systems for the pufpose of providing 
water supply sen6ce.s; connect m e  with consumer 
points and install water meters; repair, maintain and 
improve water works under its jurisdiction in general; 

5) connect lateral mains with collecting mains for the 
purpose of providing sewerage swices; repair, main- 
tain and improve sewer works under its juridiction 
in general; 

6) agitate, coor'dinate and assist the broad masses to cons- 
truot, hand-dug wells, ponds and spring water deve 
lopment works; cause t$e repair, maintenance and 
improvement of same; 

7) permit, control, md issue directives to othm p m  
to give water supply and sewerage services in areas 
where they are not provided by it; 

8) prepare and submit to the Commission, directives in 
accordance with which efficiently organized water sup 
ply .and sewerage services-of urban centres and other 
plxes can independantly provide such services; 

9) take over or bring under its own overall supwvisian 
any water supply m sewerage service establishment 
where it ascertains that the administration thereof is 

improper; 

10) prohibit any person from engaging in the sale of 
water without its permission h areas where it pro- 
vides water supply service; 

11) delimit, in cooperation with the. appropriate govern- 
ment bffices, prohibited and restricted areas; 

12) prepare and submit to the Cornmissian, service charge 
and water tariffs proposals pertaining to water supply 
and sewerage services and, upon approval, collect or 
cause to be collected such service charges and water 
fees; 

13) coordinate and assist the efforts of the broad masses 

to acclujrt water supply and sewmage services and

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14) .enter into contracf; 

15) sue and be sued in its own name; settle disputes out of 

CO*; 

16) carry out suqh other similar activities necessary to 
achieve its objectives. 

8 .  A ppointr~~ent of a General Marmger 

The Authority shall have ,a G w a l  Manager to be ap- 
pointed by the Govarnment upon the recommendatian of 
the Commissioner. 

9 .  The General Manager 

1) The General Manager shall be the chief executive 
of the Authority and shall, in accordance with the geuw 
ral directives issued to him by the Commissioner, be 
responsible for the proper execution of the activities 
of the Authority. 

2) The ~ e n k a l  Manager shall exwcise.the p o w q  and 
duties of the Authority referred to uuder G ic l e  7 of 
this Proclamation. 

3) Without limiting the generality refmed to under sub- 
article 1 af this Article, tbe Genesal ~ a n a & r  W, 
in particular, carry out the following: 

a) employ, promote, transfer, administer, dismiss 
personnel and fix their salaries and allowances in 
accordance with public seas& laws; 

b) prepare and submit to the Commissioner short 
~lnd long texm plans of the Authority; 

c) prepare and submit ,toto.the aammissianer annual 
budget and work programme as well as activity 
and financial reports of the Authority pursuant 
to the Regulation and Coordination of Public 
Financial Openations Proclamation No. 163/ 
1979; 

d) effect expenditure in acmdmm with the appmv- 
ed budget and work programme of the Authority; 

e) select officials of the Authority who are account- 
able to him and recommand them to &e Com- 
missionei for appointment;

f) collect and campile data and statistics pertaining 

to the activities of the Authority; 

g) represent the Authority in its relations kith other 
persons. 

4) The General Managar may delegate part of his powexs 
and dutia to the employees of the Authority to the 
extent necessary for the efficient managemeat of the 
activities of the Authority; provided however, that the 
person _who acts on behalf of the General Manager in 
the absence of the latter shall be subject to the prior 
approvt$ of the Commissioner. 

10. .Source of Budget 

Thc budget of the Authority shall be drawn from the fol- 
lowing sources'; 
a) government allocated budget; 

b) fees and charges to be collected by the Authority; and
